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The collapse of the Soviet Union and the emergence of the new independent states have made it urgent to provide a forum for the scholars from the CIS and other countries to discuss a common historical heritage and current political, cultural, and ethnic / national developments in what is nowadays called Eurasia or a ‘post-Soviet space’.
